
THE OVERALL EFFECT IS STUNNING and the visitor is struck by
their beauty and truthfulness. "I am inspired by the Derbyshire
landscape and the creatures that live there," says Lynne. This is

clearly so. Curious cattle gaze -  and some graze -  from a canvas as
though they have just been caught in mid-pause; a strutting cockerel
turns its head and a badger looks over its shoulder, their attention
temporarily arrested.  The moment of time has been captured for eternity.

Born, bred and educated in Sheffield, Lynne took an Art Foundation course
on leaving school.  This allowed students to explore many different artistic
mediums.  She decided to specialise in oil painting and print making.
Ultimately painting came to dominate and led to a degree in Fine Arts.
Along the way she drew inspiration from the work of Stanley Spencer
whose technique she admires, and also from the Impressionist painters
whose influence is apparent in her own work.  

Having completed the degree she went on to do a teacher’s certificate
and went into Early Years teaching . She did this for a few years before
leaving to have a family. The demands of raising three children meant that
painting took a back seat for about 15 years.  "Although I did other things
I think those experiences have also helped me along with my art work.
